TYPE/AMOUNT OF PRODUCT SPILLED: Alyeska Pipeline Service Company (APSC) reported approximately
400-500 gallons of crude oil spilled from the Trans Alaska Pipeline (TAPS) at Remote Gate Valve 32.

LOCATION: TAPS, Remote Gate Valve 32. The location is about 35 miles south of Pump Station 4 at TAPS mile
178.7 south of Atigun Pass.

CAUSE OF SPILL: Unknown at this time. The cause is under investigation

POTENTIAL RESPONSIBLE PARTY (PRP): Alyeska Pipeline Service Company

RESPONSE ACTION: ADEC was notified of the spill at 9:10 AM. APSC has shut down the pipeline. APSC has
responders enroute to the spill location. Two ADEC staff responding to a spill on the North Slope have been
diverted to RGV-32.

The spill is from an above ground section of the pipeline to the remote gate valve pad.

APSC has formed an Incident Management Team at the Fairbanks Emergency Operations Center (FEOC). One
ADEC staff is at the FEOC.

SOURCE CONTROL.: TAPS has been shut down.

RESOURCES AFFECTED: Pad at RGV-32.
